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I. INTRODUCTION  

 

This Tournament Director's Handbook is designed to be a resource for tournament directors.  In this 

book you will find a description of duties, responsibilities, requirements and procedures necessary to 

run a successful UOVA-sanctioned outdoor volleyball tournament.  Much, but not all, of the 

information contained in this booklet will apply to your event.   

 

Please contact any of our Board of Directors with questions or concerns about your tournament(s) or 

other volleyball matters.  Visit our web page at www.uova.org for board member contact information.  

 

The most important thing to remember about any event is the enjoyment and safety of the participants.  

All UOVA events are staged for the benefit and enjoyment of the players; organizers must not lose 

sight of this when the demands of sponsors, media or facility owners conflict with safety and fun.   

 

The Utah Outdoor Volleyball Association (UOVA) has created this handbook to assist tournament 

organizers in operating first-class events and to inform tournament directors of the standards that 

should be met for tournaments to be sanctioned by UOVA.  UOVA encourages the use of these 

guidelines with the ultimate goal of making your tournament more successful. 

 

As a Utah non-profit corporation, UOVA has a Board of Directors.  The Board is represented by a 

total of twelve board members (10 voting), governed by a President, Vice-President, Secretary and 

Treasurer. 

 

The UOVA Board of Directors represents our members - the outdoor volleyball players - and our 

board members volunteer their time to serve our membership.  Elections of UOVA Board members 

are held as needed and Officers are elected annually.  All monthly Board meetings are open to the 

public.  We welcome any UOVA member and/or Tournament Director to attend.  Please see 

www.uova.org for meeting dates and times.  All Board meeting minutes are posted on our website for 

public review.

with divisions for players of all skill levels.  The divisions available are Open Sand, AA

If you or your designated Tournament Director do not attend and no previous  

arrangements have been made, your tournament will be deleted from the 2011  

schedule.  First-year Directors must attend/assist at a tournament on the  

2011 UOVA schedule prior to their tournament date.  Check with the UOVA  

Board to schedule your training date. 

 

2. Follow all UOVA rules and procedures per Tournament Directorôs Handbook.    _________ 

 

3. Secure and send a Certificate of Insurance by April 15, 2011.  Certificate     _________ 

 must show UOVA and the owner of the park (if other than your organization) 

 as additional insured. Mail certificate to UOVA, PO Box 520101, SLC, UT  84152.   

 

4. Request approval from the Board by March 8, 2011 if you want to change    _________ 

 the entry fee you will charge.  UOVA Standard tournament fees for 2011 are: 

A. Pre-Registrations:  UOVA Members $15; Non-members $25.  

B. Day-Of Registrations:  UOVA Members $20; Non-members $30. 

C. Late Check-In (after 8:45 a.m.):  Additional $5 per player (members  

 or non-members).  

 

5. A $100 tournament sanction fee is due within 30 days of being billed by   _________ 

 the UOVA Treasurer, or at a later date with written authorization by the UOVA 

Treasurer.  Tournaments with unpaid sanction fees will be dropped from the  

schedule.  Sanction fees not received within 30 days without written authorization  

from the UOVA Treasurer will increase to $125.  Mail sanctions fees to  

UOVA, PO Box 520101, Salt Lake City, UT  84152. 

 

6. Open Sand AA division (Menôs AND Womenôs) are to be awarded        _________ 

         cash prizes or gift certificates equal to or greater than $15 per player in that division.   

 

7. Provide to UOVA the name of the individual who will be your Tournament  _________ 

Director.  This person must be a UOVA-approved Director with prior experience 

 or who has attended a training session at a tournament on the current yearôs schedule. 

 Name must be approved by UOVA at least two weeks prior to your event. 

 

8.     Arrange for use of UOVA nets by contacting Amelia Watts two weeks    _________ 

        before your tournament date at (385) 468.1290, or e-mail: Amelia@uova.org . 

       Available equipment includes 27 grass nets and one UOVA spare parts bag along  

 with 2 sand nets, 8 sets of short court lines, and 8 antennae.   

 

9. The Tournament Director is responsible for inventorying all nets. Missing parts       _________ 

 from the net bags and/or missing nets will be charged to the Tournament Director. 

         Each Tournament Director must complete the UOVA net check-in and check-out  

 log.  Nets will be billed at $280.00 each.

10. You must print the current rankings from the website and use them during your  _________ 

 registration to properly place teams into divisions and pools. Current UOVA  

 rankings and member numbers will be updated on the UOVA website at  

 www.uova.org by the Thursday before each Saturday tournament.  An alphabetical      

         list of rankings is available on the Tournament Directors page. 

 

11. The member list from the web page should be printed and used at registration  _________ 

 to find UOVA member numbers. 

 

 

12.    Provide table space at your registration area where UOVA can set up      _________ 

Membership materials, sell memberships and answer questions about UOVA.  

Each tournament will be assigned 2 ï 3 UOVA Representatives (Reps).  The UOVA  

Reps should be given a complimentary entry into your tournament if they wish to play  

that day.  The UOVA rep will get in touch with the tournament director 2 weeks  

prior to the tournament to make sure the tournament director is on task.  The UOVA  

reps will also assist the tournament director in setting up pools and calling out  

pools to ensure the tournaments start on time. 

 

13.   Within 48 hours after your tournament, submit results online through the   _________    _________      tournament directors page.  The password is uovadir.  This is mandatory to ensure that results and points can are accurate for the Tournament Director and players.  Please double check the spelling of  

        tournament directors page.  The password is uovadir.  This is mandatory to ensure 

        that results and points are accurate for the Tournament Director and players.   

        Please double check the spelling of names and ensure that the information is 

entered into the online forms correctly. Note:  All tournaments who do not report 

results within 48 hours will be invoiced a $25.00 late fee.

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II.  PRE-TOURNAMENT DUTIES  
 

A.  Publicizing Your Event 

 

Advertise in the UOVA Printed Schedule.  The UOVA printed tournament schedule is mailed to 

all our members prior to the start of our season and copies are available to the public at all UOVA 

events.  Tournament Directors may purchase advertising space in the annual schedule.  Ads need 

to be submitted in a pdf to Lon Woodruff at wwprintingservices@gmail.com by March 4, 2011.    

   

Monthly Flyer Mailing Program .  UOVA conducts a monthly mailing of tournament flyers as a 

service to Tournament Directors.   The cost for first mailing of the year is $90; all additional 

mailings will cost $175.  To have your flyer mailed, submit 400 flyers that are, tri-folded and 

stuffed into a #10 business envelope, to Traci Siriprathane at Westminster College, 1840 South 

1300 East, Salt Lake City.  Flyers can be left for Traci at the Reception Desk in the Eccles Health, 

Wellness, and Athletic Center during building operating hours.  Please call Traci with any 

questions or for detailed instructions to campus.  Note:  All flyers must contain the UOVA logo in 

order to be mailed. The logo is available on the UOVA web page at www.uova.org. 

 

 Deadlines for delivering fliers are as follows.  Use the nearest date prior to your tournament.

Mailing fees will be invoiced separately by the UOVA Treasurer unless pre-payment has been 

made or unless otherwise indicated.  Mailing fees may be prepaid with your sanction fees or with 

the delivery of your flyers.  Tournaments requesting a special mailing other than the above dates 

will be charged $225.  If you have any questions about mailings, please contact Traci Siriprathane 

at 801-832-2862.  Please refer to the 2011 Mailing Schedule for your specific tournament. 
 

UOVA Web Page:  UOVA will place an announcement of your event on our web page, and will 

provide a link to your online registration, and/or will post your registration form for players to 

download.  This service is included with your sanction fee. To participate, email a pdf copy of 

your flyer and/or the link to you online registration and the information you want posted on the 

website to Bob Ward at bob@uova.org at least two weeks prior to your event.   All forms must be 

in PDF format. 

  

UOVA Email Blasts: For $25 we will send out your email to all UOVA members. We reserve the 

right to approve your message and request your email be related to volleyball.  Please email the 

exact wording of the content and subject line that you want to email out to list@uova.org .  Your 

email blast will be approved or disapproved within 24 hours.   

 

All email blasts will be billed after the email blast has been sent.   

 

 UOVA will not sell, rent, or give out our mailing list, so please do not ask.   

 

Handing out flyers at other UOVA events.  If your event is on the UOVA Schedule, you may 

bring flyers or registration forms to any event prior to yours, with the permission of that 

tournamentôs director, arranged in advance.   Extra printed flyers left at tournaments will be 

discarded.  UOVA and its Tournament Directors do not assume the responsibility of storing, 

transporting or displaying any printed flyers left at tournaments.

B. Tournament Director  
 A NON-PLAYING Tournament Director must attend the February 22, 2011 Tournament 

Directors meeting AND a Non-Playing tournament director MUST BE PRESENT at all times 

at your tournament.  UOVA will provide a list of approved tournament directors that you may 

contact to hire and help you run your tournament if you desire.  You must still send a 

representative to the February 22nd meeting.  All Tournament Directors must be approved by 

UOVA. 

 

C. Certificate of Insurance 

You must provide a Certificate of Insurance naming 1) UOVA and 2) the owner of the park 

where your tournament is being held as additional insured before your tournament can be 

scheduled.  Certificates can be obtained from your insurance provider if you are a city or 

county agency.  If your tournament is not affiliated with a city or county, you must provide 

your own one-day insurance coverage.  Please mail your certificate to UOVA, PO Box 

520101, SLC, UT  84105.  Certificates can also be emailed to traci@uova.org.  Certificates 

are due by April 15
th

 unless communicated with the UOVA Treasurer.   
 

D. Equipment 

 If you provide your own nets, they must be UOVA-approved and strong enough  

            for commercial use.   

1. UOVA can provide 27 grass nets for your tournament, 2 sand nets, 8 sets of short court 

lines, and 8 sets of antennae, if reserved in advance.   

 2. Each Tournament Director is responsible for providing nets, courts and equipment. 

  a. If you need additional open nets you must make your own arrangements for nets 

and antennas.  Sand courts have the dimensions of 26ô3,ò and antennas are 

mandatory.   

  b.     All tournament directors must use the short court lines and antennas for the AA 

division at every tournament.   

  c.   Arrange to borrow the UOVA nets by calling Amelia Watts two weeks before your 

tournament at (385) 468.1290, or e-mail: AMWatts@slco.org.  Nets must be signed 

out and returned within 48 hours of your event unless arrangements are made to 

pass the nets along to the next tournament director.  All net exchanges must be 

communicated with Amelia.   

  d. Inventory all nets before set-up and inform Amelia of any missing parts. 

  e. All nets must be set up before the tournament begins.  Hammers are to be provided 

by the tournament director.  Each net bag should be hooked to a net pole by placing 

the net bag handles under one of the poles.  Many players will volunteer to help set 

up nets in order to get their registration fee waived.  A list of UOVA-approved net 

volunteers is available on our web page at www.uova.org.  Please do not use any 

net volunteers who have not attended a net set-up class.  A net set up team (2

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people) are required to set up a minimum of 5 nets to have their fee waived.  More 

nets might be required depending on the size of the tournament. 

  f. Take down nets according to instructions after the tournament is completed and 

check for broken or missing parts.  Net set-up and take-down instructions are in 

each rule book, and in this Handbook on page 19 and 20. 

  g. If you have used the UOVA nets, you must deliver the nets after your event to 

Amelia Watts; WITHIN 48 HOURS, OR have made arrangements to pass the nets 

to the next Tournament Director.  In all cases, Amelia must be made aware of your 

intentions.   

  h. If you use the UOVA nets and there are unreported missing or damaged items after 

your event, you will be billed for the cost to replace those items.  Missing nets will 

be billed at $280.00 each.  

  i. For all tournaments farther than 70 miles from Salt Lake City, if a tournament 

director cannot pick up the nets for their tournament, there is a delivery fee of 

$0.32/mile.  The tournament director is responsible for paying the total mileage for 

pick up and return of the nets.    

E.  Awards/Prizes 
 1. Awards must be given to 1

st
, 2

nd
 and 3

rd
 place teams in each division. 

 2. It is the responsibility of the Tournament Director to provide quality  awards which 

players would be excited to receive after playing in a tournament all day. 

  a. Open Sand Division:  Cash or gift certificates for the menôs and womenôs Sand 

division should equal to or greater than the total money collected for that division at 

a minimum of $15 per player per division.  The typical breakdown of awards for 

Open division is:  

    1st Place é.. 50% of total fees collected that division that day. 

    2nd Place é.. 30% of total fees collected that division that day. 

    3rd Place é.. 20% of total fees collected that division that day. 

b. UOVA recommends a prize value in all divisions of at least $15.00 for 3
rd

 place, 

 $20.00 for 2
nd

 place, and $25.00 for 1
st
 place per person. 

c. The menôs and womenôs AA Grass Division must be offered if 4 or more  

         teams register to play. Quality awards for the top three teams must be  

         given. Tournament Directors are not required to provide 100% cash back to 

         the players.  

  d. NCAA rules prohibit collegiate-eligible players from accepting cash or prizes.  Do 

not present the prize to anyone other than players who actually win the award.  If a 

player informs you that they are ineligible to accept prizes, do not give that prize to 

another person.  This could cause players eligibility problems with the NCAA.  It is 

the playerôs responsibility to make you aware of eligibility issues.   

  e. An awards list for your tournament must be posted at the conclusion of registration.  

Suggested prizes include volleyball clothing and equipment, gift certificates, 

restaurant or hotel certificates, etc.  One of your UOVA reps will be contacting you 

prior to your tournament to confirm your prize list. 

  f. A division needs to have at least 4 teams to be considered a division.  As a 

tournament director, if a division has less than 4 teams, you can allow those teams 

to combine with another division for pool play or you can refund them their money 

and they will not compete that day.  If you allow them to combine for pool play you 

must communicate to the division with less than 4 teams whether or not there will 

be prizes at the end of their day for their efforts.  It is recommended that prizes be 

given if there is any sort of tournament but this is not mandatory.  It is imperative 

that you tell the teams up front so they can decide if they want to stay and play or 

not. 
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  g. RESULTS:  Names and UOVA Numbers must be recorded for the 1
st
, 2

nd
 and 3

rd
 

place teams for all divisions and 1
st
 through 5

th
 for open divisions.  Results must be 

turned in to UOVA within 48 hours.  The total number of teams playing in each 

division must also be reported.  Results are submitted online under the Tournament 

Directors Page. 

 

F. Registration Area 
 1. Tournament Directors must adhere to UOVA guidelines per this Tournament Directorôs 

Handbook and our current outdoor rules as stated on www.uova.org and in the UOVA 

Rules Book. 

 2. All UOVA players will be issued a UOVA membership card which identifies their 

membership number.  You have the right to require all players who claim membership to 

show this card at registration.  The UOVA master member list from our web page, and 

the UOVA master membership notebook is the official record of members and can be 

used to verify membership.  Check with your UOVA rep if any membership questions 

arise.   

 3. People who register online will now receive a permanent membership number when they 

register.  However, they will still need to go to the UOVA table to receive their official 

membership card and t-shirt.  Please send anyone who has not received these items to the 

UOVA table.  2011 UOVA numbers will begin at 11000 and increase from there. 

 4. Equipment required for your tournamentôs registration area:   

  Your Tournament Directorôs Handbook and UOVA Rule Book 

  a. Table and chairs to form an official registration area (tent or EZ-up may be used). 

  b. One extra table and two chairs away from registration for the UOVA 

representatives.  

  c. Extra tournament registration forms/waiver sheets for walk-up registrations. 

  d. Blank UOVA pool play bracket sheets and pencils/pens for each court.  Attach pool 

play sheets to clipboards or hard folders, one for each court. 

  e. Supplies such as pens, pencils, change, tape, staplers, scissors, and paper clips. 

  f. Provide signs denoting divisions above the registration area. 

g. A poster displaying awards per division.  

h. A blank poster board for Mens and Womens Open and markers to use for creating 

their double-elimination tournament bracket.   

i. Double elimination brackets for Open divisions to use as an example.  See Pages  

         28 - 44 of this Handbook.   

j. First aid kit (mandatory), EMT or Athletic Trainer (preferred) 

k. Several coolers of water or mixed sports drink.  Ice is recommended.  We 

recommend several 5-gallon or 10-gallon jugs.  At no time during your event 

should the water containers be empty. 

l. Cups for water. 

m. Hammers, tape, rope, stakes for net setup and/or repair. 

n. Blank Results Sheet for Mens and Womens divisions. 

o. Trash cans and or trash bags Note:  No prizes should be given out until trash is 

picked up in the area that division was playing.  This should be announced when 

sending out teams for pool play and again when sending teams for playoffs. 
p. Blank Playoff Bracket sheets for each division.  It is a good idea to make copies of 

the brackets in this book, several copies of each bracket, depending on the number 

of teams you expect per division.   

q. Ball pump. 

r. Directions to restrooms and extra supplies for the restrooms. 

s. Keys for restrooms, and keys for locked areas where supplies or nets are stored.

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t. Cellular phone (mandatory), and P.A. system (recommended) 

 

 5. A Tournament Director must be present at all times throughout the tournament.   

 

 

III.  Tournament Director Duties on DAY OF TOURNAMENT  
 

A. Pre-Registration 

 In order to eliminate long registration lines, hurried seeding and delays in tournament starting 

times, players are encouraged to pre-register for all UOVA tournaments.   

 To be considered pre-registered; the tournament director must receive a tournament 

registration form and payment by 12:00 p.m., on the last business day prior to the 

tournament, or by day and time previously posted by tournament director.   

 This will ensure the teamôs spot in the tournament as long as that division is not full.   

 UOVA membership number must be included (if applicable) on all pre-registration forms. 

 

 As you receive registrations, check each playerôs current ranking using the alpha rankings list.  

Place the number of points to the left of each playerôs name on the log sheet to help you speed 

up bracketing of teams. 

 

B. Day-Of Registration 

 1. Registration will be accepted the day of the tournament before 8:45 a.m., if space is 

available.  REGISTRATION ON THE DAY OF THE TOURNAMENT WILL BE 

AN ADDITIONAL $5 COST.  A LATE FEE OF $5 WILL BE CHARGED AFTER 

8:45 A.M. 
 2. Each tournament will have a UOVA representative present to accept UOVA membership 

payments and to provide UOVA member cards.  UOVA membership is $25 per player.  

UOVA membership allows each member to save $10.00 on tournament registrations.  

The membership discount may be used at the tournament where purchased, if UOVA 

membership is purchased prior to registering for the tournament. 

 3. Menôs Open Division: 

  a. Pre-Registration will be taken until 12:00 p.m. on the last business day before the 

tournament, or by day and time previously posted by tournament director or until 

tournament is full (16 team maximum). 

  b. A REGISTERED PLAYER MUST CHECK IN BY 8:30 A.M.  TEAMS MAY 

FORFEIT THEIR SPOT IF NOT CHECKED IN BY 8:30 A.M.  
 

C. Registration Fees 

1.The standard tournament entry fee for UOVA members is as follows (*unless the     

Tournament Director has received prior UOVA approval for a different tournament fee): 

 

Registration/Member Status Entry Fee * 

UOVA Member, pre-registered $15.00 

Non-member, pre-registered $25.00 

UOVA Member, day-of $20.00 

Non-member, day-of $30.00 

 

2.  T-Shirt Info:   Due to the increasing costs of providing t-shirts for tournaments we 

want to stress that providing a t-shirt is optional.  One way to off-set the cost is to charge 

an additional $5 for registration.  If you choose this option you must make sure everyone 
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who pays the additional $5 will receive a t-shirt.  A written request would still need to be 

approved by the board with an idea of how you will assure that everyone who registers 

will get a shirt.  Another option would be to leave the tournament entry fees the same and 

sell the t-shirts to those who are interested for $5.00.  This would allow those who want 

them to be able to purchase them at a discount and allow you to limit your t-shirt order, 

while still being able to offset the cost of the t-shirts.  A third option is to order a certain 

number of shirts and advertise that only the first x amount of pre-registered players will 

receive shirts.  This will allow you to keep your costs down and only order a certain 

number of shirts.  Extra shirts could then be sold after the tournament starts.   

 

D. Tournament Format 

 1. All divisions other than Mens and Womens Open will participate in pool play, followed 

by a single-elimination tournament.  Mens and Womens Open with eight or more teams 

will play a double-elimination tournament with no pool play.  Mens and Womens Open 

with less than 8 teams may play pool play followed by a single elimination playoff. 

 

 2. Pools should have a minimum of four teams.  A minimum of two teams from each pool 

will advance to the single-elimination playoff bracket.  Tournament Directors may take 

as many teams from each pool as they desire. 

 

 3. Pools may not be made up of more than 7 teams unless additional courts are not 

available. UOVA recommends pool sizes of 5 teams. 

 

 4. Pool Play Games: 

  3 teams - 2 games to 25 6 teams ï 1 game to 30 or 2 games to 21 (if two nets) 

  4 teams - 2 games to 25 7 teams (2 courts) ï 1 game to 30 

  5 teams ï 2 games to 21 

  Larger tournaments may change pool play format to shorten games to allow for more 

time in tournament bracket play.  Pools may be assigned to two courts with simultaneous 

games to speed up pool play.  

 

 5. Pool Play Scheduling:   

  The Tournament Director will schedule all pool play.  Players in the pool may not 

reschedule games.  The Tournament Directorôs decision is final on all scheduling matters.  

Tournament Directors check with your UOVA Rep with any questions on scheduling. 

 

 6. Player Substitutions: 

  If a player has to leave early, their team will forfeit remaining games.  No substitutions 

will be allowed for injury or any other reason. 

 

 7. Guidelines for arranging and seeding pools: 

  a. Players with a UOVA ranking may not play in a lower division, but may play in a 

higher division.  Use the UOVA player rankings to seed top teams in opposite 

pools.  Use the Menôs Open rankings to seed teams in the double-elimination 

tournament for your Open division.  Check with your UOVA Rep with any 

questions about seeding teams for pool play.   

  b. Players playing in a division below their rating (this will only happen with 

Tournament Director Approval) will not be allowed to advance out of pool play. It 

is the playerôs responsibility to know their rating and the Tournament Directorôs 

responsibility to check the pools and make sure everyone is appropriately placed. 

  c. There are separate ratings for men, women, rev-coed and co-ed (doubles and 4ôs). 
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                              An ñAò rating in one division does not affect ratings in other divisions.  I.E.  

                              a female ranked in Womenôs Aôs could play in Coed Novice if her coed partner 

                              is not ranked higher in Coed. Check with the UOVA Rep with any questions  

                              on eligibility rankings. 

  d. A co-ed team may play in a menôs division, but must play in the division of the 

highest ranked player.  A co-ed team may not participate in a women's division.  

Two women are allowed to play in a coed tournament of the highest ranked coed 

player. 

e. Sandbag Rule:  If a player or team blatantly and/or intentionally forfeits or loses a 

finals match in order to not qualify for the next highest division, the Tournament 

Director shall submit, in writing, the descriptions of the actions to the UOVA Board 

of Directors.  After the UOVA Board of Directors reviews the notice, the 

player/team may be automatically ranked to the next highest division and may be 

required to return any awards received in the sandbagged tournament. 

 

 8. Advancement Out of Pool: 

  A SINGLE -ELIMINATION BRACKET WILL BE USED FOR ALL PLAYOFFS 

EXCEPT MENS OPEN.  A double-elimination tournament may be used for AA 

division. 

  a. If there is only one pool for a division, and this pool has 4 or 5 teams, then you 

would take 3 or 4 of the teams into a single-elimination tournament.  The 4th place 

team will play the 1st place team and the 3rd place team will play the 2nd place 

team.  Or, with three teams, the 2nd place team plays the 3rd place team and the 1st 

place team gets a bye.   

  b. If there are 2 pools of 4 or more teams, take 2 teams from each pool. 

  c. If there are 3 pools of 4 or more teams, take 2 teams from each pool and the 2 teams 

with the overall best record receive a bye in the first round.   

  d. The number of teams to advance to the playoffs will be designated by the 

Tournament Director on each pool sheet. Ties in a pool and between pools will be 

decided first by game win-loss record, second by head to head game results, third 

by head to head points scored against, fourth by total points scored against, and 

lastly by a coin toss. A team will NOT be eliminated from advancing to the 

playoffs because of a lower point differential or coin toss. A playoff match (or two) 

to 15 points with NO CAP will determine who advances in this case 
  e. Seeding for tournament play should be taken from win/loss record of pool play with 

ties between 1st place teams resolved by overall points scored against.  For 

example: 

   Six team bracket taking top teams from each pool 

    Pool A 4 wins, 0 losses 

    Pool B 3 wins, 1 loss 

    Pool C 4 wins, 0 losses 

 

    Pool A First place team scores = 30-5, 30-9, 30-3, 30-6 

    Pool C First place team scores = 30-13, 30-9, 30-10, 30-11 

 

     Point scored against Pool A = 23 

     Point scored against Pool C = 43 

 

    Pool A First place team = first seed 

    Pool C First place team = second seed 
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  f. When seeding for tournament placement, the 1st place teams should play against 

2nd place teams from other pools and the 1st and 2nd place teams from the same 

pool should not be able to meet again until the tournament finals.  Blank playoff 

brackets that you can copy to use at your event are located later in this handbook.   

  g. Combined divisions breaking out of pools should be split out into their original 

division for playoffs.  All games from a combined division will count towards 

seeding for the single elimination tournament.   

 

 9. Player Advancement Out of a Division. 

  If a team wins a division of six teams or more, they must advance to the next higher 

division.  A tournament that combines divisions because they did not have enough (6 

teams) will not require the winning team to move up a division.  Winners of an A 

division will be obligated to move up to AA Grass and/or Open after their first  win in A.  

Individuals can win an unlimited number of AA Grass or sand Open tournaments.  In the 

COED division 6 or more teams are needed to have the winners advance to the next 

division 

 

  The highest ranked player of the team determines all team rankings.  If a team has an A-

ranked player and a B-ranked player, the team is considered an A-ranked team for that 

dayôs tournament.  A player may appeal to the UOVA Board if they do not want to 

advance to the next division.  All appeals must be submitted in writing and the player has 

a written response from UOVA to show the tournament director. 

 

 10. The UOVA tournament formats are Mens and Womens Doubles, Coed Doubles, Reverse 

Coed Doubles, Coed 4ôs, and Triples.  Standard divisions are AA (grass) A, B, and 

Novice.  Optional divisions are Open (sand), Masters, Juniors, and Parent- Child.  

Directors selection of format(s) and divisions is made prior to the season and printed in 

the schedule.   

a) A Tournament Director is obligated to run a division if four or more teams are 

registered for that division.  If there are less than four teams for any divisions, the 

director may combine divisions. 

b) If only one division has less than 4 teams, the Tournament Director can decide 

whether to move that division to a higher or lower division for pool play.  The 

Tournament Director can also decide whether or not prizes will be given to the 

division with less than 4 teams.  Regardless of the decisions, the Tournament 

Director must communicate this to the teams in advance and allow the teams to 

decide whether they want to stay and play or get a refund and go home. 

c) Masters divisions should run for 4 to 5 hours and include a lunch break.  If a draw 

format is used, prizes should be given out to the top two female and male game 

winners.  In case of ties in number of games won, total points earned may be used 

to determine overall winners.  Points scored in every match determine overall 

Masters point winners under the draw format. 

 

E. Orientation Meeting for Each Division 

1.  Please refer to the ñTournament Directors Checklist When Calling Out Poolsò found    

                 on the tournament directorôs page on the website and on page 25 of this book. 
a.   The Orientation meeting should start shortly before 9:00 a.m. with the last division 

being called out by 9:15 am.   

b.  Items on the checklist include  

i. Pool Play Format 

ii.  Rules List (attached to pool sheets) 
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1. Go over any rules that need special attention. 

a. Score Keeping/Reffing 

b. Warm-Up time 

c. Hand setting 

d. Forfeit rules 

iii.  How to Take Down the Nets 

iv. Letting teams know to bring their folder to the Tournament Director at the 

conclusion of pool play. 

v. Tournament Teams are responsible for bringing in all the nets used during pool 

play.  Prizes will not be handed out until nets are turned in and trash picked up 

from your area. 

vi. Bathroom Locations 

 

 2. Detailed Officiating Information  

a.       All teams will be scheduled to officiate when they are not playing.  Teams must 

officiate when scheduled, including playoffs, or find a replacement team from the 

same division to officiate, or they will forfeit their next match.  A forfeit can be 

carried over to the next tournament.  Any forfeits must be reported to Taunzia 

Hansen @ 801-448-6119 or taunzia@uova.org.  

  b. When players are assigned to officiate, they must: 

   1) Call faults and resolve disputes. 

   2) Answer questions regarding rules.  Tournament Director has the final say in 

all decisions about rules. 

   3) Keep the score and record the results (see Keeping Score section). 

   4) Make the final decision on all judgment calls, but when in doubt, may elect to 

replay the point. 

   5) Sit or stand on the sideline near the center of the net to be in a good position 

to observe play. 

  c. Protests or disputes must be made at the time of occurrence to the Tournament 

Director, who will make a decision at that time.  If a decision cannot be reached, the 

point will be played over. 

 3. Keeping Score 

  a. To correctly keep score for a pool, the official must write the score in the correct 

box on the score sheet for the teams playing each other. 

  b. For team No. 1, any score that is listed in that top row (from left to right) would 

need to have Team No. 1's score listed FIRST. 

  c. For the No. 2 team, their scores would be listed FIRST in the No. 2 row and so on.  

For example: 

 No. 1 No. 2 No. 3 No. 4 

No. 1  3 ï 25  25 ï 12 

No. 2 25 ï 3  25 ï 11  

No. 3  11 ï 25   

No. 4 12 ï 25    

 

  Team No. 2 played Team No. 1 and the score was 25 for No. 2 and 3 for No. 1. 

  Team No. 3 played Team No. 2 and the score was 11 for No. 3 and 25 for No. 2. 

  Team No. 1 played Team No. 4 and the score was 25 for No. 1 and 12 for No. 4. 

 

Please be sure each official writes down the correct scores and understands how to record 

the score so you can fairly bracket teams for the playoffs.

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 4. Tournament Information  

  a. There should be a 5-minute warm-up on court before the first game and a 3-

minute warm-up on court for all other games.   
  b. Game time is forfeit time (after warm-up).  

  c. If a pool is running behind, the Tournament Director may speed up play (shorten 

warm-up time, shorten game points, use other available nets, etc.). 

  d. An injured player may not be replaced.  

  e. The Tournament Director has the right to postpone or cancel the tournament due to 

dangerous playing conditions. 

1) A sanctioned UOVA tournament may be canceled on the day of the 

tournament because of weather conditions or by a declared state of emergency 

by the State of Utah.  The Tournament Director is the sole authority to 

determine if weather conditions warrant a suspension or cancellation of play 

before or during the tournament.  The Tournament Director will determine 

when play starts or continues during a tournament.  Any other reason for 

cancellation of a tournament must be reviewed and approved by the UOVA 

Board of Directors.  If a tournament is canceled without UOVA approval, the 

tournament will drop from the schedule next year. 

If a tournament is canceled because of weather or declared state of emergency 

by the State of Utah for the scheduled tournament, UOVA must be notified as 

soon as possible, but at least 24 hours before the tournament, to notify players 

via the web site of the canceled tournament.  Please contact Bob Ward at  

801.380.2003 as soon as a decision is made. 

2) If a tournament is canceled, the UOVA sanction fee will not be refunded.  The 

tournament may be rescheduled, during the season, if a tournament date is 

available or the Sanction Fee will be carried over to the following year. 

3) Rescheduling a canceled tournament must be done through the UOVA Board 

and Tournament Director. 

4) Refunds - If players have pre-registered and are unable to play, refunds will 

be determined on a case-by-case basis by the Tournament Director. 

f. Awards will be given to the top three teams in each division when that division is 

finished OR when the tournament is completed.  The Tournament Director 

determines when awards are given out. 

 

BE SURE TO POST A LIST OF AWARDS AS SOON AS TOURNAMENT STARTS 

PRIOR TO POOL PLAY FINISHING.   
 

F. Emergency Procedures & First Aid 

 1. It is recommend but not required that an Emergency Medical Technician (EMT) or 

athletic trainer be at your tournament all day.  Several agencies provide this service at no 

charge in order for their interns to build hours towards certification. 

 2. At a minimum, please have emergency procedures outlined for yourself and your staff  

and a first aid kit on hand containing ice packs, athletic tape, antiseptic, anti-bacterial 

ointment, band-aids, gauze, and medical tape. 
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G. Player Code of Conduct 

 The following ñPlayer Code of Conductò has been adopted by UOVA.  Every UOVA member 

has agreed to abide by this code.  UOVA suggests that you add adherence to this Code of 

Conduct as part of your release of liability on your tournament registration forms.   

 These rules of conduct will be strictly enforced during the season. 

 

 1. No player, team, or spectator verbally abuse, taunt, provoke, or disrespectfully address an 

official, scorekeeper, Tournament Director, UOVA Representative, players or spectators 

before, during or after a game. 

  Minimum Penalty:   Probation for one year from date of infraction and ejection from that 

tournament and the next scheduled UOVA sanctioned tournament. 

  Maximum Penalty:  Suspension for one year from date of infraction. 

 

 2. No player shall physically attack any other players, official, Tournament Director, 

UOVA Representative, UOVA member, or spectator before, during or after a game.  

Player will remain suspended until his/her case has been considered. 

  Minimum Penalty:   Probation for one year from date of infraction, ejection from that 

tournament and suspension for twenty (20) UOVA scheduled tournaments.  

  Maximum Penalty:  Suspension for life, and/or assault charges filed. 

 

 3. Players and officials are prohibited to use any illegal substance before, during or after 

competition in the immediate vicinity of the scheduled playing area.  Players or officials 

who, in the opinion of the Tournament Director or UOVA Board of Director member, 

appear under the influence of any illegal substance shall be ejected from the tournament. 

  Minimum Penalty:   Probation for one year from date of infraction. 

  Maximum Penalty:  Suspension for the remainder of the season. 

 

4. Any player placed on probation and reported again for violating the ñCode of  

Conductò will be given the maximum penalty as outlined for that violation.   

UOVAôs Board of Directors must review their case before that player will be eligible to 

participate in future UOVA-sanctioned events. 

 

 5. Any player removed from the tournament must leave the playing area immediately  

  (OUT OF SIGHT, OUT OF SOUND).   Failure to do so will carry a minimum  

  penalty of suspension for the remainder of the season. 

 

 6. Participants may be held responsible for damages caused by negligence or intentional 

acts. 

 

 7. Probation and suspension may carry over from one season to the next. 

 

 8. Provocation is not a legitimate defense to overturn any suspension or ban.   

  All participants are presumed to have notice of these rules and are governed  

  by the stated rules that cover all conduct before, during, and after a game. 

 

 9. Any suspended players or spectators must address the UOVA Board before being 

considered for reinstatement to participate in UOVA sanctioned events. 

 

 10. The UOVA Board of Directors has the option of modifying any Player Code of Conduct 

rule and/or penalty when deemed appropriate. 
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IV.   POST TOURNAMENT DUTIES  
 

A. REPORT YOUR RESULTS on the Tournament Result Form  
 1. All results need to be submitted within 48 hours of the completion of your event.  Please 

submit them directly from the link on the Tournament Directors Page on the website.  An 

additional results form is included in this book and online which can be used at the 

tournament.   

   Print playersô first and last names and UOVA Numbers LEGIBLY. 

   Verify correct spelling of all playersô names. 

   Record the number of teams registered in each division. 

   List if any divisions were combined.   

   All results must be submitted within 48 hours after your tournament. 

  NOTE:  Tournaments that do not report their results within 48 hours will be charged a 

$25.00 late fee.  Banyan Sillito can be reached at (801) 326.0393 with any questions about 

reporting your results. 

 

B. Returning Equipment 
 1. All nets must be inventoried, tagged and returned to Amelia Watts within 48 hours after 

the tournament unless otherwise arranged.   

 2. The spare parts bag must also be returned with the nets. 

 3. Missing nets will be charged at $250.00 per net.   

 4.  Broken or unreported missing parts will be charged $50.00 or more. 

 

C. Report any Incidents to UOVA Board 
 Any incident such as unsportsmanlike behavior, fighting, sandbagging or injuries must be 

reported to the UOVA Board of Directors, in writing, within 48 hours of the tournament, so we 

can determine if disciplinary or other action should be taken.  Please email any incident report 

to Taunzia Hansen at taunzia@uova.org.

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Tournament Format 

and Rule Clarifications 
 

All divisions will play by current UOVA Volleyball Rules with the following clarifications. Any exceptions or alternate rule 

interpretations must be agreed upon between the players and Tournament Director before play begins. 

 

1. Plays involving finger action (hand setting) require special attention. If the player decides/intends to employ finger action 

(hand set), as in the cases of off-speed hit defense or setting, the action must be ñclean.ò The hands must act together 

smoothly, or a ñdouble-hitò should be called. Sets that visibly come to rest or are re-directed are ñheld ball, lift, or carryò 

faults. If the play is defensive and reactive in nature, as in the case of receiving a hard-driven ñattackedò ball, double-hit 

contacts, or a momentarily lifted or pushed ball are not considered faults when the attempt is one continuous motion. The 

indicators which should affect the officialôs judgement whether the contact is reactive or not are: the speed and trajectory of 

the ball. A ñhard-drivenò ball is considered to move too fast for a deliberate decision to employ setting action. A ball that 

rises before it falls should NOT be considered hard-driven (e.g.: a roll shot or an upward deflection of the ball off a block or 

the net). A ball that hits the net or a blocker could still be considered hard-driven if the defensive play is reactive in nature 

because the ball is still moving at a high rate of speed. 

 

2. Players may attempt to hand set the ball on serve reception, however the ball must be handled cleanly, can never come to 

rest, be double-hit, lifted or carried. A served ball is NOT considered a hard-driven attack regardless of speed. 

 

3. All hand setting should be judged consistently and fairly from game to game within each division throughout the entire 

tournament by every officiating team. Some leniency should be granted to the Novice and Juniors divisions to allow for 

double contacts since individuals in those divisions may still be learning the game. The B divisions are called a little tighter 

because the basic skills should already be acquired. The standard for setting within A divisions is even higher since players 

usually have much more experience. Of course, the AA and Open divisions have the highest standard which should are 

comparable to expectations found at other AA and Open tournaments across the country. 

 

4. When an outdoor player uses a hand setting action and the ball lands in the opponentôs court, the trajectory of the ball must 

have been perpendicular to the line of the setterôs shoulders. It does not matter if the set was not intended to go over the net 

or the wind blew it over (in AA, A, B, and Novice grass divisions). (Open divisions may play by the FIVB rule which allows 

for the wind to blow a set over the net legally.) 

 

5. ñOpen hand tippingò in outdoor volleyball is illegal. You can NOT redirect or push the ball with an open hand like indoor 

volleyball players. To ñtipò legally, all fingers in contact with the ball must be rigid and together. Knuckles are allowed. 

 

6. Any contact with the net is considered a fault (in AA, A, B, and Novice grass divisions) except when the ball pushes the net 

into you. All grass divisions play by the old ñcontinuationò net rule which means players may not touch the net even after the 

ball is dead. Player contact with the net is illegal even after terminating the ball as part of a hit or block. (Open divisions may 

play by the new FIVB incidental contact rule.) 

 

7. Coed, Menôs and Womenôs A, B, Novice and Parent/Child divisions will compete on the traditional 30-foot by 30-foot court 

with NO let serve allowed. The ball may NOT hit the net on the serve in these divisions. Coed, Menôs and Womenôs Open 

and AA divisions (and A divisions at selected tournaments) will compete on the 8-meter by 8-meter court where the let serve 

is allowed. 

 

8. If no antennae are available, the posts holding up the net outside the line boundaries are considered the antennae. 

 

9. Only the short court divisions will play the block as the first contact and any player may make the second contact of the ball 

after the block. 

 

10. As soon as the ball crosses the plane of the net outside the antennae it is considered a dead ball. The pursuit rule is NOT 

allowed in any grass division because of the type of net systems in use. The Open divisions may pursue outside of the 

antennae if the facilities allow for this. The ball must cross outside (or directly above) the antennae each time it crosses the 

plane of the net to be legally saved. 

 

11. A co-ed team may not participate in a womenôs division, but may compete in a menôs division (boys under 15 may play in 

womenôs divisions). 

 

12. Injured players may not be replaced. No substitutions will be allowed for any reason. 

 

13. The Wilson AVP® official game ball is preferred but not required if not available on your court. 
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14. No refunds will be given after play has begun except for extreme extenuating circumstances approved only by the 

Tournament Director. 

 

15. During pool play, a 3-minute ñon courtò warm-up time is allowed. 

 

16. Teams change sides every 10 points in a game to 25, 7 points in a game to 21, and 5 points in a game to 15 unless each 

playing team agrees on a different arrangement with the officiating team BEFORE the match begins. 

 

17. Most divisions will participate in pool play, followed by a single-elimination tournament except the Menôs and Womenôs 

AA and Open divisions which may play a double-elimination tournament format at the Tournament Directorôs discretion. 

 

18. Pool play match format will be designated by the Tournament Director on each pool sheet. All games will be rally score. 

Each match will be either 1, 2, or 3 games to 15, 21, 25, or 30 points depending on the size of your pool. All pool play games 

usually have a cap at 2 points greater than the listed ending score. 

 

19. Pools usually have three to seven teams each. At least two teams from each pool should advance to a single-elimination 

tournament as specified by the Tournament Director. 

 

20. All teams should be required to officiate. Teams must officiate when scheduled, including playoffs, or find a suitable 

replacement, or they may forfeit their next game or match at the Tournament Directorôs discretion. Officials should: 

a. call faults and resolve disputes 

b. answer questions regarding rules (disputes with officials regarding rule interpretations should immediately come to the 

Tournament Director or UOVA Representative for resolution) 

c. keep the score and record the results 

d. make the final decision on all judgement calls 

 

21. To correctly keep score for a pool, the official must write the score in the correct box on the score sheet for the teams playing 

each other. 

a. For team Number 1, any score that is listed in the top row (from left to right) would need to have team Number 1ôs 

score listed FIRST. 

b. For the Number 2 team, their scores would be listed FIRST in the second row and so on. 

c. It is each playerôs responsibility to make sure the match scores are recorded correctly. If they are incomplete, a forfeit 

may be recorded. 

 

22. Bring your pool sheet to the Tournament Desk immediately after play in your pool is complete. 

 

23. The number of teams to advance to the playoffs will be designated by the Tournament Director on each pool sheet. Ties in a 

pool and between pools will be decided first by game win-loss record, second by head to head game results, third by head to 

head points scored against, fourth by total points scored against, and lastly by a coin toss. A team will NOT be eliminated 

from advancing to the playoffs because of a lower point differential or coin toss. A playoff match (or two) to 15 points with 

NO CAP will determine who advances in this case. 

 

24. When seeding for the single-elimination playoff tournament placement, the 1
st
 place teams will play against 2

nd
 place teams 

from other pools and the 1
st
 and 2

nd
 place teams from the same pool should not be able to meet again until the tournament 

finals. 

 

25. All tournament matches will be ONE game to 25 points with NO CAP in the single-elimination tournament unless otherwise 

stated by the Tournament Director. 

 

26. Losing teams during the single-elimination tournament are responsible to officiate the following match on their court unless 

BOTH the competing teams can agree on some other arrangement BEFORE the match. 

 

27. First, Second and Third place teams in every division are each responsible to properly take down a net and clean up the trash 

around that court before they can claim their prizes.
